The Helmsmen has 
to own a sailors license „A“ or an equal document of his home association. 

 
Advertising: Boat may be required to display Event Advertising on the forward part of the 

hull. It is defined in the ISAF Racing Rules Regulation 20.

A minimum of four (4) races are required to be rated as Central 
European Cup. A maximum of 4 short races will be sailed a day. The low point 
scoring system shall be used. 

 
Prices: The Central European Cup will be awarded to the helmsperson and crew of 

the first placed boat - based on final points. Prices for the first 3 boats of the 
final ranking. 

 
Jury: A Protest Committee will be used.
